Jesus Tells His Disciples:
1. One of His disciples sitting with Him at the table would betray Him

2. The rest of the disciples would deny Him and abandon Him in His time of need

3. He would have to leave them and that they could no longer follow Him at this time

Simon Peter asked Him, “Lord, where are You going?” Jesus replied, “Where I am going, you cannot
follow now, but you will follow later.” (John 13:36)
